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mEl# Conversation, expressions and pronunciation
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Through a variety of activities (reading, writing, listening, and speaking), students will review the vocabulary and grammar learned during secondary education and use them in communicative activities. The students will be encouraged to overcome any shyness they feel by using English in a friendly and supportive classroom environment.
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BROBE They will also practice expressing their thoughts and ideas in a concise but relevant manner. By the end of the course, students will develop proficiency in using practical English in everyday situations. This general English proficiency will be the basis for the future development of English academic skills.
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For more natural English conversations, the instructors will conduct classes using topics that students can relate to.
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To communicate in English at the university level, students must practice various ways to listen for information, and master the ability to use basic English as a tool for communication (especially listening comprehension).

2. Be able to understand the characteristics of basic English pronunciation and intonation. (Lesson 1-15)
3. Be able to use basic parts of speech and tenses accurately. (Lesson 1-11)

5. Be able to properly make basic declarative sentences, negative sentences, and interrogative sentences. (Lesson 1-11)
6. Summarize one's own opinions on specific topics and write them in 5 sentences or more. (Lesson 12)
7. Present one's own opinions based on the written English sentences created in class. (Lesson 12)
8. Understand the questioning tendency, composition, and characteristics of each part of the TOEIC Bridge,
and explain the techniques required for each part. (Lesson 14, 15)
9. Work on the TOEIC Bridge questions and get used to the format and time limit as that of the official test. (Lesson 14, 15)
10. Review reading materials, conversational sentences, and expressions taken up in the class, and look up the meaning and
usage of words in detail in dictionaries and reference books. (Lesson 1-15)
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Lesson topics and material may change depending on the class level and progress made in the lesson.
Those changes and more detailed information will be announced in class.
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An activation code is required when accessing the online portal intended for review, additional tasks, and homework at the end of each unit. Students must buy a textbook with an activation code in it. The lesson goes according to the textbook, so students must bring it with them every time.
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Students must complete homework and assignments by their deadlines.
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If students are absent or late, it becomes their responsibility to find out the homework assignments or other material covered in the missed class. Being absent or late is no excuse for incomplete work.
